4 - Take a test.

During your visit, you should be given a hearing test

in a soundproof booth. It will tell the Audiologist what
type of hearing loss you have so a hearing aid can be
programmed speci cally for you. Not all devices will t
every person or every degree of hearing loss, so online
purchases of hearing instruments should be avoided.

5 - Ask for a demonstration. Ask for a demonstration of the
hearing aids recommended for you.

8 - Get it in writing.

Get a signed copy of a contract that outlines your purchase,
the model and make of hearing aid, and the price, trial-
period and warranty.

9 - Ask about training.

ere is more to buying a hearing aid than just tting it

to your ear. Ask your audiologist about aural education
and rehabilitation.

10 - Financing options.

Hearing aids can cost between $1,475 and $2,975, and are
not always covered by medical insurance companies. Ask
your Audiologist about special 0 ers or nancing options
that might be available to you.
